CORBETT NATIONAL PARK: Jim Corbett National Park can be befittingly called the paradise of Tigers for the fact
that it holds a large population of tigers in its breathtaking landscapes that consists of different varieties of flora
and fauna.

Spread across the districts- Nainital and Pauri, the Corbett National Park covers an area of 1288 sq. km, together
with neighboring reserves- Sonanadi Wildlife Santuary and Reserve Forest. It is home to approximately 110 tree
species, 50 mammals' species, 580 bird species, and 25 reptile species that are found both in the lower and higher
regions of the park. The geographical location of this place that encloses streams, rivers, and ridges crisscrossing
the terrain, makes Jim Corbett National Park a perfect habitat for numerous plant and animal species. There are 2
safari (Jeep Safari & Elephant Safari) options at the Jim Corbett National Park.
